GROUNDWATER/SURFACE RUNOFF/SUMP PUMP 
& STORM DRAIN MAINTENANCE NOTICE
Residents are reminded it is a violation of the City’s Ordinance to allow surface water to discharge into a building sewer or building drain which is connected directly or indirectly to the public sanitary sewer.  This additional surface water entering the system through sump pumps, footing tiles and roof drains causes an enormous strain on the treatment plant. Be sure sump pumps are discharging into the street and direct rain gutters away from the house to prevent water from entering foundation drains.  It is also illegal to have foundation drains connected to the City’s sewer system.

Residents are also reminded that storm drains are easily plugged with debris causing backup of water on city streets and other property.  Grass, leaves, sand, dirt, branches and other debris must not be put out into the street.    Lawn debris should be taken to the City compost site.  
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
