SECTION 6 - PHYSICAL CHARACTER


Much of Rushford's image and picturesque quality comes form the surrounding bluffs, Rush Creek and Root River (see attached topographic map for detail). While these characteristics provide a very attractive setting for a community, they also carry inherent impediments to development.

Rush Creek bisects the community and it is joined by the Root River in the southeast corner of the community.  The result of the existence of these two bodies of water is a significant amount of floodplain area within the community.  The bluffs surrounding the community have resulted in interesting development with attractive views.  However, streets of extremely steep grades have resulted in several areas.  Portions of the bluffs contain extremely steep slopes in excess of 15 percent.  These slopes tend to be wooded and undeveloped at this time.  These same bluffs have hampered development in various portions of the community due to the inability to serve areas with sanitary sewer and water services.

The soils within the community are a variety of highly erodable soils with shallow bedrock depth (see attached soils map). The floodplains are designated wetlands and must, therefore, comply with new state wetlands regulation.
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
