SPECIAL/EMERGENCY CITY COUNCIL MEETING

Pursuant to MN Statute 13D.04 Subd. 3(e) the Rushford City Council called an emergency meeting to discuss the resignation of the City Administrator and come to a consensus on a transition plan.  The previous evening Council members were contacted via phone and by email regarding the special meeting and media were also contacted via phone and email.

Following the Pledge of Allegiance, Mayor Hallum called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.
Mayor Hallum had received written notice from Administrator Winthro Block of his decision to leave the City of Rushford effective 10/2/10 for other employment. Such notice provided the mandatory fourteen days notice as per his contract.  Block indicated he had also initiated discussions with staff to ensure continuation of effective and efficient city services.

Motion by Roberton seconded by Bunke to accept the resignation of Winthro Block, effective 10/2/10.  Upon roll call all voted aye.

Motion by Bunke seconded by Honsey that it would be appropriate to make note of Block’s contributions to the City during his four years and nine months of service and wish him well in his new endeavor and provide such letter of appreciation.  Upon roll call all voted aye.

Discussion was held on the process followed in the past when an administrator left and the subsequent search for a replacement for the position.  Attorney Chiglo provided suggestions regarding committee formations for both transition and for replacement.
Motion by Honsey seconded by Roberton that Hallum and Bunke (who both volunteered) serve on a committee with the City Clerk to work with Administrator Block on the transition over the next two weeks and the exit transactions as per existing policies.  Upon roll call all voted aye.
Motion by Honsey seconded by Roberton that Honsey and Roberton (who both volunteered) serve on a committee with the City Clerk to examine all options and bring a recommendation to the full council for the process to follow to fill the administrator’s position.    Upon roll call all voted aye.

Motion by Bunke seconded by Honsey that the meeting be adjourned.  Upon roll call all voted aye.
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
