SPECIAL/EMERGENCY CITY COUNCIL MEETING

MINUTES OF JUNE 8, 2010
Members Present:  Mayor Hallum, Council members Honsey, Roberton; Bunke arrived at 6:20 p.m.

Absent:  Council members Dahl 
The meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Mayor Hallum.  Purpose of the emergency meeting was to take action on a temporary construction easement to gain appropriate access to the City’s water reservoir and avoid losing on-site contractors.
Discussion was held on the area in question on the Bill and Joyce Miller property on Elm Street.  In 1999 a temporary and permanent easement were in place for the city to construct a new water reservoir.  The temporary area was built up to allow for heavier truck traffic.  That easement has since expired.  The permanent easement for that area was put in place, but does not appear to be the best route to reach the reservoir.  The City needs access now for an excavator and drilling rig to get to the water reservoir and work from the top down.

Bill Miller attended the meeting discussing the areas in question.  He noted that using the temporary easement route from 1999 would be the best route to take at this time to cause the least amount of damage; and that route should possibly be made into the permanent easement.  Miller has concerns regarding drainage issues that are affecting his driveway and his retaining wall.  Miller provided photos of the affected areas.

Copies of the ’99 permanent easement and a new temporary easement were provided for review.  It was agreed that a temporary easement is necessary at this time as no one wants to travel on the permanent easement area.  When this job is completed, negotiations can take place to create a new permanent easement and to address the drainage issues caused by the original ’99 project.
Motion by Roberton seconded by Honsey to enter into a temporary easement agreement with the Miller’s in order to gain access to the water reservoir area and to direct staff to negotiate with the Miller’s for a more acceptable permanent easement access.  Upon roll call all voted aye.

Motion by Honsey seconded by Roberton that the meeting be adjourned.  Upon roll call all voted aye.
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
