Following the Pledge of Allegiance, Mayor Hallum called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.
Motion by Benson seconded by O’Donnell to approve the agenda as presented with an additional notice from AcenTek. Upon roll call all voted aye.
Motion by Ryman seconded by Linder to approve the February 25, 2019 regular council meeting minutes as presented.  Upon roll call all voted aye.
The Mayor asked if there were any citizens wishing to be heard.  Burt Svendsen, Library Board Chair, introduced new Library Director Beth Nelson, who started in her position one week ago.  Council members welcomed Nelson and look forward to working with her.

Upon roll call all voted aye.
A memo was reviewed from Chief Adam Eide recommending filling the open, full-time patrol officer position by moving part-time Officer Kaylee Inglett to a full-time position.  The requirements of the bargaining unit contract have been met by posting of the positon opening, with Inglett indicating interest in the position.  Eide’s memo described Inglett as dependable and professional, fair, firm and willing to listen and learn.  The memo detailed her past work experience and the background check which found no disqualifying issues or areas of concern.  It was noted that Mayor Hallum, Administrator Chladek, Council member Benson and Chief Eide had conducted an oral interview with Inglett and Council member Ryman stated she had heard positive comments from community members.  Motion by O’Donnell, seconded by Linder to accept the recommendation of Chief Eide and the interview committee and hire Kaylee Inglett on a full-time basis at Grade 6/Step 1, effective immediately, along with the standard benefit package for full-time employees.  Upon roll call all voted aye and the Council congratulated and welcomed Inglett to the department.
Motion by Ryman seconded by Benson to approve Resolution 2019-027 Acknowledging with thanks a donation from the Rushford Lions Club for $700.00 for digital cd’s/audio books for the Rushford Public Library.  Upon roll all al voted aye.
