REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING

MINUTES OF APRIL 9, 2018
Members Present:  Mayor Hallum, Council members Benson, O’Donnell, Ryman and Linder
Following the Pledge of Allegiance, Mayor Hallum called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.
Motion by O’Donnell seconded by Benson to approve the agenda as presented.  Upon roll call all voted aye.
Motion by Ryman seconded by Benson to approve the March 26, 2018, regular council meeting minutes as presented.  Upon roll call all voted aye.
The Mayor asked if there were any citizens wishing to be heard, with no one present wishing to speak.

The following notices and communication were reviewed:

· Acentek reminder of proposed changes and co-op membership bylaws
· SEMLM Leadership Series training and SEMLM Business Meeting notice

· Kiosk project – review of prototype for corrections and/or additions.  Kiosks are planned to be placed at the Historic Depot and the Niggle Field/Creekside Park area.  Smaller use of the maps will occur at the RP School, Rushford Airport A/D building area and the small trail maps currently located in three trail locations

Motion by O’Donnell seconded by Ryman to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:
· Approval of Verified Claims and Fund Summary Report for period ending 04/09/18
· Approval of the Financial Statement and Investment Report

· Approval of the Police Dept. Revenue & Expense Report

· Approval of Police Dept. Activity Report

· Approval of the PWD Overtime & Banked Hours Report

· Approval of the EDA/RLF Status Report

· Arbor Day Proclamation, April 30th planting event planned.  Council member O’Donnell noted he would check with the Lion’s Club to see if they could assist with managing the 60+ fourth graders

· Approval Resolution 2018-032 (Revised) with corrected non-state cash matching funds pledged for the DNR Outdoor Recreation Grant Program application; the original application had an incorrect cost to be shared by the City and RP School if the grant is successful

Upon roll call all voted aye.

The next item of business was to open a public hearing, as per public notification, to consider an amendment to the ordinance establishing salaries of elected officials.  Motion by O’Donnell seconded by Ryman to open the public hearing.  Upon roll call all voted aye. The proposed change to the ordinance includes amending the 1999 rate from $80.00 to $120.00 per meeting for the Mayor and from $60.00 to $100.00 per meeting for council members.  Proposed changes would become effective January 1, 2020.  There was no public present nor any public comment received on the issue.  Motion by Benson seconded by Ryman to close the public hearing.  Upon roll call all voted aye.
Motion by Benson seconded by Ryman to approve Resolution 2018-033 Resolution Supporting Local Decision-Making Authority.  Several bills introduced during the 17/18 legislative sessions serve to undermine local control in Cities and/or restrict local decision-making on a variety of issues.  Memos were provided from the League of MN Cities and Coalition of Greater MN Cities supporting local decision making authority.   Discussion was held on various legislative language that could negatively impact our City.  Upon roll call voted aye.
Motion by O’Donnell seconded by Ryman to approve with Thanks Resolution 2018-034 acknowledging a $200.00 donation from Girl Scout Troop #47835 for the planting of a tree in Creekside Park.  Scouts Emma, Charlie, Kaelynn, Malayna, Carissa and Natalie will plant a Royal Red Norway Maple in Creekside Park.  Upon roll call all voted aye.
Discussion was held on the proposed amendment to Ordinance Establishing Salaries of Elected Officials.  No changes were recommended and it was noted a discussion had been held at earlier council meetings comparing salaries of other communities in our area.  Motion by Ryman seconded by O’Donnell to adopt the Ordinance amendment as previously detailed with the change to be effective January 1, 2020.  Upon roll call all voted aye.
Reports and Miscellaneous:
· Library Board annual report will be presented at next council meeting
· Planning Commission will be conducting final review of Himlie Manor PUD and will have a recommendation for Council at the next meeting

· Administrator Chladek noted some LMC committees needing some membership and his consideration of volunteering to serve on committees of specific interest/need to the City.  He will conduct further research on the type of meetings and extent of time involved

· The EDA will be reviewing RLF loan issues and will have recommendations for Council at the next meeting
