REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING

MINUTES OF MAY 8, 2017

Following the Pledge of Allegiance, Mayor Hallum called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.
Motion by O’Donnell seconded by Benson to approve the agenda as presented with the addition of Resolution 2017-034 SMIF Grant $10,000.00.  Upon roll call all voted aye.
Motion by Bunke seconded by Benson to approve the April 24,  2017, meeting minutes as presented.   Upon roll call, all voted aye. 
The Mayor asked if there were any citizens wishing to be heard with no one present wishing to speak at this time.  
The following notices and communications were reviewed:

Motion by O’Donnell seconded by Benson to approve the consent agenda consisting of the following:

· Approval of Financial Statement and Investment Report
· Approval of PWD Overtime & Banked Hours Report 
· Approval of Police Dept. Revenue & Expense Report

· Approval of Police Dept. Activity Report

· Council member Bunke noted the ATV group and the Valleycrest Riders Snowmobile Club have met and intend to work together on the proposed tail system improvements; noting many snowmobilers also own ATV’s and feel they can work together

Upon roll call all voted aye. 
Next item of business was to consider accepting the recommendation of the Public Works Director, Roger Knutson, to advance Riley Anderson from Public Works Worker 1 to Public Works Worker 2 having obtained the licensures listed as a minimum requirement for the position.  Anderson was hired in December 2015 and has now passed his Class D Water, Class D Wastewater, Certified Pool Operator and maintains a CDL certification.  He currently is Grade 3, Step 2 and would advance to Grade 4, Step 2.  It was noted the licensures are required for him to be on call and conduct routine rounds/duties on weekends.  He is licensed, but operating under the guidance and supervision of more experienced employees who have obtained higher licenses.  Anderson has shown he wishes to grow in the job and has met the requirements to advance.  Council member Bunke noted Anderson should be thanked for his efforts and it’s important to recognize the good job he is doing.  Motion by Bunke seconded by O’Donnell to accept the recommendation to advance Anderson to Grade 4, Step 2 effective May 1, 2017.  Upon roll call all voted aye.

For review and planning purposes the September 2016 report from Bolton & Menk  indicating cost estimates for upcoming capital improvement projects was provided for review.  This information is a reminder of pending projects and to keep in mind as Council receives the 2016 Audit Report at the next meeting.
Motion by Benson seconded by Bunke to adopt Resolution 2017-034 Acknowledging the Grant from Southern MN Initiative Foundation Collaboration Grant/Rushford Community Foundation for $10,000.00 for phase 2 of the Veteran’s Memorial Park in Creekside Park.  The second phase of the project includes the purchase and installation of commemorative markers denoting the ten wars and conflicts where Veterans have served.  Upon roll call all voted aye.
The following update, information was reviewed:

· It was noted that punch list items are being worked on now for the Hillcrest/Burr Oak St. project with Bolton & Menk monitoring the work.

· Board openings exist as follows:  EDA – 1 position (perhaps 2); Airport – 2 positions; Electric – 1 position; TTP – 1 position (perhaps 2)

· It was noted the true track team would be in Rushford on Tuesday, bringing 1,000 kids for the competition
· Council member O’Donnell noted the Library Board will be having a booth at Gamel Dag Days in Peterson promoting the Library; possibly highlighting the Ancestry.com program

· Administrator Chladek updated the Council on pending LGA funding and city street funding; encouraging everyone to contact our elected officials to make decisions that will benefit all of us; he will be attending the Coalition Greater MN Cities conference 5/11/17 to meet again with the elected officials
Motion by Bunke seconded by O’Donnell that the meeting be adjourned at approximately 6:55 p.m.  Upon roll call all voted aye.
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
