Following the Pledge of Allegiance, Mayor Hallum called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.
Motion by Honsey seconded by O’Donnell to approve the agenda as presented.    Upon roll call all voted aye.
Motion by Benson seconded by O’Donnell to approve the June 26, 2017, meeting minutes as presented.   Upon roll call Benson, O’Donnell, Hallum voted aye.  Abstaining due to absence at last meeting Bunke and Honsey
The Mayor asked if there were any citizens wishing to be heard with no one present wishing to speak at this time.

· EDA/RLF loan status reports for period ending 6/30/17; indicating loan payments, accrued interest, forbearance and other actions to date

· Approval of a subordination request for George & Judy Graham’s commercial properties housing American Family Ins. and former Village Auto building as they restructure their banking relationship with Rushford State Bank.  This action places a mortgage on the properties and allows Rushford State Bank first position.  The City would be subordinate to the Bank, which is typical for many of the flood recovery loan funds under the City’s control.  See attached letter from Rushford State Bank, who will also be responsible for creating any document necessary for signing and for recording of any documents required.
