9. (A) Consideration of review and approval of the Street Maintenance Quotes received for seal coating projects throughout the City.  Two quotes were received with the low bidder being Pearson Bros. Inc. in the amount of $60,558.50.  See attached bid form, scope of work, recap of bids received.  Recommendation is to award the contract to Pearson Bros. Inc. as the low bidder.  The City has a history with Pearson Bros. performing work over several years, and work will be coordinated with Public Works.  
9.  (B) Consideration of review of a savings report to refund the City’s 2012 Levee Abatement Bond.   Mike Bubany’s recommendation is to utilize the MN Rural Water Association Loan Program for a direct bank placement.  With reduced interest rates,  potential savings to the City for this action would be approximately $45,735.00.   If Council wishes to move forward on this proposal an application would need to be submitted to MRWA for Bubany to process all paperwork and return to the Council in June with a proposal.  Motion needed to authorize staff to submit application to MRWA.
