The proposed subsidy is in the form of financing the sale of the building at 1108 Miller Circle using certain incentives, payment plans and conditions for the sale.  Terms include but are not limited to selling the building and property “as is” with WinTech being responsible for property improvements; WinTech agreeing to set and strive to attain certain goals for employment and setting time limits for transactions to be enacted.    Upon receipt of any public comments and after further discussion, the Council may find it appropriate to authorize the business subsidy or refer the matter back to the EDA for further research .
