Persons obviously under the influence who are a danger to themselves or others and/or persons under the age of 21 who appear to have been drinking or are in possession of an alcohol beverage will be dealt with appropriately by the Rushford Police Dept.  There will be no alcohol consumption on MN State Hwy 30 (Jessie St.) 
· Revolving Loan Fund Public Use Guidelines (Part D) proposed new language to add to the existing RLF Guidelines; representatives from DEED and the City’s bond counsel have given approval of the language as presented

· Rushford Loken’s Inn Loan Options – review  of various options provided by Attorney John Abress of Wendland/Utz – recommended to follow Option 4 to wait for Lokens to satisfy the Bank’s loan, continue to accrue interest on the note, send default notices every six months and review bank status and property valuation annually
· GForce Loan – request was received from the COO of HT Enterprises (a company working with GForce on a joint marketing venture to sustain and improve operations).  GForce has repaid their line of credit and has been making regular payments on their note for ten months.  The request now is for an 18 month, interest only payment plan.  EDA recommends granting this request because the company is not eligible for forbearance extension as per policy.
