The City may assist private-sector entities if the project is deemed to be in the public interest.  Because Winona Health has a facility located in Rushford, the relationship exists for Rushford to serve as a conduit if the City of Winona approves and after holding public hearings on the issue.  The City would have no obligation on the payment of these bonds, and it will not affect the City’s bond rating or debt limits.  The City currently has conduit debt with Good Shepherd Lutheran Services.  There is no formal action needed at this time; however, an indication of a willingness to act as an issuer is requested for the process to continue.  See attached letter from Briggs & Morgan detailing the request.
