8.  General Business
8.  (A)  Consideration of accepting the Petition for Local Improvement from Jon Dammen for municipal sewer and water services to be extended to his property line.  With this petition Dammen waives the preliminary hearing requirements of MN Statutes Chapter 429, and agrees to be assessed for the cost of the  improvements against his property and agrees to pay the cost as apportioned by the City pursuant to a payment agreement with the City.  Mr. Dammen will be present to discuss his request.  The attached staff report describes the situation and events leading up to this point in time. A Draft special assessment agreement with Dammen is provided for review, with a final agreement to be brought to the Council at a later date. The engineer’s drawings from January 2012 details the utility extensions for this area.  If the Council agrees to move forward,  the following actions should be addressed:

1.  Accept Petition for Local Improvement from Jon Dammen

2.  Order City engineer to prepare plans and specifications for the improvement project in preparation to obtain quotations for the work to be performed
3.  Authorize the creation of the necessary legal descriptions and easement paperwork for the improvement project
  8.  (B)  Consideration of adopting the Feasibility Report for the Mill Street Reconstruction Project (Highway 43 bridge-to-bridge) and Resolution .  At the previous council meeting Otomo Engineering reviewed the feasibility report and discussed the progress of the joint planning efforts with MDOT.  Following the acceptance of the report, the Council should set a date for a public hearing to give the citizens an opportunity to express their opinions on the proposed project.
