8.  (A) Consideration of approval of recommendations from the Airport Commission from their meeting of October 2, 2017:

· Approval of appointment of Jackson King to serve a three year term (to June 2020)

· Approval of the Capital Improvement Program (CIP) for calendar year 2018-2027 for potential State and Federal funding of improvements.  This planning tool is used by State and Federal agencies to gauge the long-term financial needs of participating airports, but does not obligate the airport to the specific timeline or scope of work.
· Review of Request for Qualifications for Professional On-Call Airport Engineering and Planning Services.  Two RFQ’s were received from qualified candidates, reviewed and discussed at length: Bolton & Menk Engineering and Mead & Hunt Engineering.  Recommendation is to remain with Mead & Hunt for a five year contract.
