(A)  Consideration of accepting the recommendation from the Board of Zoning Appeals regarding a public hearing held 12/4/19 to consider requests for property at 100 N. Mill Street for Well House Ministry for a new use for the existing old school site: 

1.  Request for a CUP to allow Well House Ministry to operate a religious institution to conduct worship services, classes, counseling and so forth
2. Request for a Conditional Use Permit for health and medical institutions and a CUP for a lodging or boarding house – a description from Well House Ministry describing their proposed operations is attached
These requests are necessary to allow Well House Ministry to move forward on their planning for remodeling/renovation of the existing structure and site.   The standard process will then be required for building permits on the various phases of the remodeling process.  Prior to granting of any conditional/interim use, the Board may in their finding of facts, stipulate conditions and restrictions as is deemed necessary for the protection of public interest and to insure compliance with standards and requirements specified in the Zoning Ordinance.  Minutes of the hearing are attached.
(B)  Derek Olinger of Bolton & Menk will provide an overview of the design concepts developed to date, in coordination with MDOT, for the Trunk Highway 43 Reconstruction project.  Two public meeting are scheduled for business owners and residents adjacent to the project to comment and provide input on December 17th and December 19th.   The attached notice and map has been mailed to everyone along the Hwy 30 corridor.  Olinger will provide the most up-to-date design printout for Council at the meeting.
(C) Consideration of approving the applications for 2020 On Sale and Sunday Liquor Licenses, 3.2 Off-Sale License, Off Sale Liquor License and Tobacco Licenses, contingent upon appropriate application forms, state forms and insurance certifications being filed at the City Clerk’s Office – see attached license renewal list

(D) Public meeting on the proposed budget and proposed property tax levy for taxes payable year 2020.  Public comment will be heard and the final levy and budget will be discussed.  The original proposed levy was set in September at $973,000.00 which represented a 3.95% increase over 2019.  The increase is due to an increase in debt service, but offset by decreases in the General Fund and EDA Fund.  This increase does not necessarily translate to an increase in individual property taxes; that being dependent on many other factors, including changes in taxable market value.
