8.  (A) Public meeting on the proposed budget and proposed property tax levy for taxes payable year 2016.  Public comment will be heard and the final levy and budget will be discussed.  The original proposed levy was set in September at $790,000.00 which represented a 7.77% increase in debt service and a -1.01% reduction in operating expense for a net increase of 6.76%.  This increase does not necessarily translate to an increase in individual property taxes; that being dependent on many other factors.  Information will be provided regarding the budget and taxes proposed for collection to pay for the costs of city-provided services in 2016.  A levy resolution may be adopted at this meeting, but no later than the December 28th meeting.  Staff will provide additional information and reports – see attached information

8.  (B) Consideration of accepting the recommendation of the Rushford EDA regarding several EDA/RLF loans as reviewed at the EDA meeting of December 9, 2015.  See attached excerpt of EDA meeting minutes and attachments for each item:
1.  Revision to Micro-Loan Policy to expand eligible use of funds – see highlighted area on attached policy

2.  RINTek Flood & Micro-Loan Request – net early flood loan repayment has been determined to be $1,508.56. As these loan proceeds were used for improvements to City Hall basement, the City Capital Projects fund will pay the balance to the #204 Flood Loan fund.  This zeros out RINTek flood loan obligation – see attached breakdown.  EDA recommends approval of a $5,000.00 micro-loan to RINTek to support operation and marketing projects, contingent upon execution of closing documents.
3.  Gforce Digital Technologies, LLC & Companies – request for an additional 12 months of forbearance.  GForce is increasing their sales staff for their web store and showcase sales and feels they will be able to start payments before the end of the forbearance period.  The EDA recommends granting a six (6) month forbearance with the condition of the loan guarantee agreed upon early being rescinded and that monthly reporting of financials is to continue.
4.  Rushford Hypersonic, LLC – request for an additional 12 months of forbearance.  The business has moved to Winona and has a name change to Hypersonix and has entered the production stage, hoping to start generating revenue shortly. The EDA recommends granting a six (6) month forbearance, acknowledging their move out of the City and acknowledging difficulty in gathering financial data as required.
